
HRRA Community Boathouse - Driving Directions 

270 North Water St., Poughkeepsie NY 

PASSENGER CARS 

From Hyde Park and points north 
Take Route 9 South. There will be a series of lights along the Marist College Campus, go 

through all of these lights and then stay in the right lane and take the first off ramp past Marist, 

“Hoffman Street”. Take this spur to the Hoffman Street Bridge (a narrow RR bridge), take a right 

onto the bridge and another right onto North Water Street – be cautious on this bridge, visibility 

is poor. Take North Water Street past the old abandoned Dutton Lumberyard, go through the 

main gate and follow the main road, which doubles back on itself in a hairpin turn, the HRRA 

Community Boathouse is on the right at the end of this road. 

From Points South  
Take Route 9 north, stay to the right as you pass the Mid-Hudson Bridge.  

Take the Main Street exit (on the right), immediately after the ramp onto the Mid-Hudson 

Bridge.  Turn left onto Main Street, go past the Poughkeepsie Train Station and make a right 

onto North Water St.*, continue past the Children’s Museum (on left), Hoffman Street Bridge 

(on right) and the old abandoned Dutton Lumberyard, go through the main gate and follow the 

main road, which doubles back on itself in a hairpin turn, the HRRA Community Boathouse is 

on the right at the end of this road.  

From Route 44/55 and points East 
Take the arterial (44/55) to the Intersection of Market (Mid Hudson Civic Center, Poughkeepsie 

Grand and City Hall are on this corner – get in the right hand lane before coming to the 

intersection). Stay in the right lane and veer left with the rest of traffic. Make right onto Main 

Street. Take Main Street past the Train Station and make a right onto North Water St.*, continue 

past the Children’s Museum (on left), Hoffman Street Bridge (on right) and the old abandoned 

Dutton Lumberyard, go through the main gate and follow the main road, which doubles back on 

itself in a hairpin turn, the HRRA Community Boathouse is on the right at the end of this road.  

* North Water Street is between Dooley Square and River Station restaurant.
